Through writing a storybook geared toward a ten-year-old reader, you will demonstrate your knowledge and comprehension of how drugs work in the brain OR legal issues with drugs. We will work on this project during class, so bring any research or writing materials to class. You may work with a partner or by yourself.

You will create a story, not a report. The story must be based on research from class sources (textbook, PPT on my Weebly page, notes). Your storybook must include the following features:

· A visually appealing cover with an appropriate title.

· Simple and clear language that a ten-year-old could understand and enjoy.

· A complete and thorough treatment of the topic. Remember, you will write a story, not a report.

· Illustrations in each section or chapter that enhance the understanding and enjoyment of the story.

· Use of color, page numbers, and visuals to make the storybook look professional and visually appealing. Use stapled or bound paper or poster board. Books should be typed or written very neatly in ink. The length of your storybook will vary depending on topic and will be evaluated on the criteria below. Please attach this paper to your storybook.
